History/Geography
In history this term, we
will be learning about the
Anglo-Saxons. We are
planning two trips to sup-
port our learning; fo But-
ser Ancient Farm and to
Chertsey Museum.

In geography this term,
we will be learning about
changes—in our local envi-
ronment and other loca-
tions—and why there is
constant change.

Tuesday: Spellings - a written task and 3 games assigned on Spelling Shed—both
due the following Monday (test on Tuesday).

Wednesday: Maths/Literacy/Topic homework (due Friday, unless involving re-
search—more time given)
Thursday: Reading from our class reader to an adult (a set chapter). Chil-
dren need to answer a few questions (due Monday)

Children should aim to read daily, not just the class reader, but books of many
different types for pleasure. They need to practise their spellings and times ta-
bles every day (using Times Tables Rockstars for instance).

Friday: Maths task (due Tuesday)

Mathematics

We will focus on developing our understanding of
number and place value as well as a range of mental
and written methods for addition, subtraction, mul-
tiplication and division. We will use these methods
to solve problems involving numbers, money and
measures. We are working fowards mastery of
maths—children being able to explain how they
solve a problem and why, showing deeper under-
standing of maths. We will keep practising our
times tables (originally up to 9 x 9), including relat-
ed division facts, through a new programme called
Number Sense, and through speedy times tables
challenges later in the ferm. We will use Times
Tables Rockstars in lessons as well as for home-
work. Children are encouraged to use Times Tables
Rockstars and Hit the Button website to improve
their mastery of times tables.

We will follow Ten Ten's "Life to the
Full" scheme of work, focusing on how
to face challenges in life, being under
pressure and learning about how
thoughts and feelings impact on ac-
tions. We will also look at racism and
diversity as well as the rule of law. We
will also discuss Catholic Social Teach-
ing values (this half term we will focus
on Stewardship) and make links to our

learning in RE.
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Computing lessons will be taught by
Mrs Bristow on Thursday after-
noons. Our focus this term is
‘Computing systems and networks’,
(specifically systems and searching),
as well as 'Creating media' looking
at video production. Online safety
work continues throughout the year
with a focus on being a safe and
responsible user of technology.
