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English
We will read a variety of texts and genres in
lessons and use these to support our writing.
We will be writing in a range of styles using
texts we are reading and topic work to inspire
the content.

In reading comprehension sessions, we will use
our class reader to focus on the VIPERS
skills. This will allow the children to develop
their ability to answer a variety of questions

Science

We will be carrying out
mini- investigations and
exploring the skills of
interpretation, prediction,
results, analysis, conclu-
sion in order to carry out
investigations. Topics cov-
ered will be: electricity
and animals including hu-

History/Geography

Ancient Greece and its civili-
sation will be the main history
topic.

We will be learning about as-
pects of a mountainous Alpine
region, both the human and
physical features.

Mathematics

In Year 6, we will focus on efficient methods and
strategies in calculations, problem solving involv-
ing numbers, money and measures, including find-
ing the difference between a positive and a neg-
ative integer, using decimal notation, estimation,
perimeter/area, deriving multiplication and divi-
sion facts involving decimals. We will also be ex-
plaining reasons and conclusions orally and on pa-
per, using words, diagrams, symbols.

in reading comprehension papers. We will par-
ticularly focus on deduction and inference
with, 'What do you think.." and ‘explain what
the writer meant by.." style questions.
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In addition, there will be discrete teaching of
grammar and punctuation in preparation for
the SATs. We will be learning different
spelling patterns each week which are tested
on a Thursday.
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Arithmetic will be a key part of our learning so
maintain and boost basic skills.
