English
We will study a variety of texts and genres in
lessons, worKing on our comprehension skills
using the VIPERS model in our daily reading
lessons, reading the book Arthur and the Gold-
en Rope.

We will be writing different genres: including
myths and legends. The child?‘en will develop
their ability to organise their work into para-
graphs using simple and complex sentences.

Spelling rules and patterns will be taught on a
weekly basis, with a test on the Monday. There
will also be discrete teaching of grammar and

Science
We will be using skills of planning,
prediction, interpretation, analysis and
conclusion in order to carry out inves-
tigations.

This term we will be finishing our topic
on states of matter and also studying
sound.

Next half ferm we will be studying
electricity.

History/Geography
In geography, we will be learning
about rivers and water cycle. This
will include a field trip led by the

Field Studies Council.

In history, we will be learning about
the Romans. We will look at their
daily life, beliefs and traditions.
There will be a specific focus on

Roman Britain.

Mathematics

We will focus on the children's understanding of
addition, subtraction, multiplication and division
with efficient methods and strategies in problem
solving. The children will start a new topic on frac-
tions.

We will be learning all our times tables during the
course of the year. This year, we are using a new
approach to teaching Times Table Fluency through
Number Sense Maths.

We will also be explaining reasons and conclusions
orally and on paper, using words, diagrams and

punctuation.

Our topics this term are:

Community—looking at belonging to a
community and the life of the local
Christian community

Giving & Receiving—looking at how the
Eucharist challenges and enables living
and growing.

Self Discipline - celebrating growth to
new life through self discipline during
Lent and Easter.

Music
